Seaview PTA General Membership Meeting

Call to order 6:35
Welcome – Kerry Fleiger-Holmes
Introduction of officers - Kerry Fleiger-Holmes and Melissa Marts (Co-Presidents), Clare Gates (Vice President), Leslie Anderson (Treasurer), Angie Karlberg (Secretary), Bob Shepard (Teacher Representative)

The standing rules are presented exactly as approved in September of 2009, to be approved for the 2010-2011 school year.
Gary Bass moved that we adopt the same standing rules as approved last year.  Seconded by Pam Bass.

Passed unanimously, 17 members in attendance.

Treasurers Report - Leslie Anderson
Leslie reviewed projected income in our budget.

Then reviewed our expenditures and touched on the changes made last spring to our budget.  (those changes were voted in at our June meeting)

Questions were asked about the Patrol party budget.  Some discussion is made, ideas and suggestions.  

Leslie reviewed committee budgets.  The name change of Neighbors helping Neighbors was explained (formerly Holiday Baskets)

We propose to move another 4000 into the start up fund.  Other PTA’s have a standard of starting each year with half of their annual budget as a start up.

This would leave 3169.32 to go into the computer fund.  This idea will be presented for a vote during the October general meeting.

Back to school BBQ Report – Leslie Anderson
The back to school BBQ was a success with many families attending despite the rain.  Expense and profit information can be found on the budget report.
A question was asked about Scrip - what is it?  Clare Gates explained how Scrip works.

Principals Report -Mr. Sackett 
Mr. Sackett talked about Seaview a little bit.  We have a new office manager and office assistant.  Leslie Matthews in Learning Support retired last year.  Seaview brought in para-educators instead of a certified teacher this year to see how that will work for our community.  A new literacy program has been adopted by ESD.  Teachers are very excited about this new program and the new format.  Teachers will talk about this on curriculum night.  We have a math goal at Seaview and a literacy goal.  There is a new behavior goal at our school as well.  SVE is talking about positive behavior at school and what that looks like and how to teach that to students and families.  Seaview staff are trying to really crack down on name calling and bullying.  MSP from last spring results are in and should be going home at the beginning of next week.  School wide performance:  We performed better than most schools in the district and that is typical for Seaview.  A question is asked about our math goal.  
Numbers were higher in 4th and 5th grade as of 4th day count.  A new teacher will be starting this coming Monday as a 5th grade teacher.  This teacher comes from Martha Lake Elementary.  Our enrollment went up over the summer so we get to have a full time librarian again.  (happy members!)

A question was asked about free and reduced lunch and the number of students in that program now versus past years.  

Questions are asked about scholarships and behavior.

Mr. Sackett talked briefly about discipline.  Leslie Anderson talked about scholarships.  The classroom budget for this year will be about $175 per class for field trips.

Volunteers Needed - Melissa talked about volunteers needed.  We need lots of volunteers for the jog.  Volunteers need to be approved at least the day before the jog.  We also are in need of a Carnival chair person.  It’s a BIG event and requires lots of work.  

Robyn Hughes asked for volunteers for the library.

Amy Vaughn is working on yearbook and is looking for volunteers to take pictures while we are at school during different events.

Guest Speaker – Edmonds Public Schools Foundation

Jenny Bardslee and Debbie Bodal came to talk about the Edmonds Public Schools Foundation.  The foundation has been existence for 25 years.  Teachers apply from every school in the district and the foundation awards money to every school across the board.  Teachers can apply for grants for projects and after school programs.  They also support the WOW program which deals with bullying at schools.  Last year Seaview did not apply for any grants.  Teachers, principals and even parents can write grants.  Westgate wrote a grant for their big playground.  And even another one.  Some schools request lots of grants, other schools not so much.  

Last year was the first Street strut.  The Street Strut is on October 9th.  Teachers enjoyed having a time outside of school to walk with parents and other teachers.  They are doing the Street Strut in honor of Vic Bennett, a teacher from Lynnwood High School.  The school with the most representatives gets $300 and a trophy.  It’s pet friendly and kid friendly.  People can register online.  They are a 501c3 non-profit that supports everyone in the Edmonds School District.  $9000 was raised last year for the ESD music program.  Over $30,000 was awarded in the form of grants to different programs in the district.  They are trying to create an enhanced learning environment for all students.  We are invited to attend the Spring Luncheon on March 18th.

A question is asked if some help and/or supervision can be provided on curriculum night.
