Budget Report – 
Our checking account balance is $36,724.85 and savings balance is $4,637.04
ASB Report –

Principals Report -Mr. Sackett 
Mr. Sackett asked what information parents would like to hear.  
It is brought up that parents are interested in knowing about our enrollment numbers and if our classrooms are at Trigger and how that works without our budget.  Mr. Sackett reports that 6th grade is at Trigger and one of the 2nd grade classrooms maybe.  We have quite a few enrollments for full and part time kindergarten (2011-2012).  The part time Kindergarten model will likely stay the same as this year (full days twice a week and designated Fridays).  It will likely be part of the Budget talks in April.   The bussing costs is the biggest expense.  March 30th is the first Community Budget meeting.
CPC Report – Julia Veysey

The big talks have been about the state budget and the school calendar.  CPC has heard that the state is considering reducing the number of school days from 175 which we have now to 170.  (our year is 175 plus 5 professional development days).  Teacher pay would not be effected, but the cost of district support staff would be reduced (bus drivers, food service, office personal, etc).  It is suggested by members to contact local legislators with feedback.

New Business
Science Day (Mr. Shepard) at Seaview started back in 1992.  According to Mr. Shepard, We work with the best demonstrators and have the best Science day in the district!!  Science Day will be March 31st, right before Spring Break.  There is a great schedule in place already and the whole day is covered.  All classrooms move around every half hour or hour all day long.  
The people from the Pacific Science Center will come and do a kick off assembly first thing in the morning.  Mr. Shepard showed a slide show from last year’s Science Day.  They try very hard to have a good balance of different types of science.
Science day is currently running on time and under budget.  Many of the guests are coming with no fee.  We need volunteers to come in and help with supervision and also volunteers to provide food for a luncheon.  
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Nominating Committee:
We will vote tonight to elect our nominating committee.  Clare motions to accept the nominating committee of  Angie Karlberg, Steve Morris, and Sloane Scott.  The motion is seconded by Melissa Marts. 
The motion is approved by 12 members in attendance.  None opposed.  

A question is raised about the new fund raising guidelines.  There were many non-profit group (eg: PTA, PTO)  representatives at the school board meeting last week.  The school board has not yet answered all questions raised by the parents.  Another meeting is scheduled for March 1st to discuss jog-a-thons and other fund raising questions.
Discussion about fund raising and jog-a-thons.
Chase Lake Elementary is planning to have a “donation drive” for a week or two and then a “fun run”.  The two events will happen in close proximity to each other, but the donations will in no way be tied to the run, and/or pledges per lab and/or prizes.  This model may work well for Seaview as well.
