Seaview PTA General Membership Meeting

Wednesday, June 8 2011 – 6:30PM

Welcome – Melissa Marts,  PTA Co-President (6:34pm)
Melissa passed around the volunteer committee sheet asking for volunteers to sign up - PLEASE!!

Tonight we will be voting in officers and also voting on our 2011 - 2012 budget.  

We are starting with fun things!  Shark cupcakes and sparkling cider for everyone!!!

Kerry Fleiger-Holmes told a pirate joke.

Kerry presented the golden acorn award to Mary Mohagen.  Mary did teacher appreciation this year and did things for the teachers every single month.    Mary also did Teacher appreciation week with each day being a different theme.  Mary volunteers at 3 different schools.  Mary was presented with a certificate and the Golden Acorn pin.

Budget Report – Melissa Marts
There is a change coming in the way we do our primary fund raiser.  The proposed 2011 - 2012 PTA budget was cut by about 25% in anticipation of lower donations next week.  Melissa read through the proposed budget for the 2011 - 2012 school year.  We are planning for worst case scenario and are hoping to bring in the same amount as previous years and then the budget can be adjusted accordingly.  A few line items have been removed completely like Moms and muffins and Dads & donuts.  Some items did not go down at all, for example yearbook which is only a $50 line.  There is really no room to decrease these types of very small line items.  

The fun run now has a budget to support this and the donation drive in the fall.

Some of the funds have not been used yet, or we don’t have the receipts yet to know what has been used for the current school year.  

The money that is left over from the 10/11 school year will be calculated by July 1st and then voted on at the first PTA meeting of the 2011-2012 school year.  

There was a motion from the last meeting to move $500 from field trips to the library line items.  That motion was tabled.

Sue Ambs motioned to un-table the motion, it was seconded by Bill Rankin.  A paper ballot was passed out.  

The motion did not carry.  10 votes for, 15 votes against.  

Bill Rankin moves that we approve the budget as presented.  

A question is asked about why the jog-a-thon is being changed to a donation drive.  Kerry explained that students can not be used during the school day to raise money for an outside organization (such as PTA).  So we will be having a Donation Drive and we will also have a fun run, but they are 2 separate events.  

Kathy Rankin seconded the motion.  

The motion carries.  In favor 24, against 1.
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ASB Report – Mr. Shepard

The last ASB meeting will be on Tuesday with pizza and pop to celebrate the year.  The ASB will be using $100 from their account to purchase sports equipment for recess.
CPC Report – Julia Veysey

The Edmonds School District 3 year calendar has been approved.  School will not start the Tuesday after Labor Day - from now on it will start on Wednesday after Labor Day.  Julia has enjoyed being the CBC rep for our school.

Principals Report -Mr. Sackett 
Mr. Sackett wants to thank everyone for supporting Seaview this year.  The recent book fair was great and the books purchased for our school are displayed in Shark Hall.  Lots of activities are left for the final 12 days of school, a concert, patrol field trip, field day, staff vs. 6th grade softball game, etc.  A busy time of year.   Enrollment t Seaview is about where the district has projected us to be.  Last summer we gained about 18 or 19 new kids.  

Ms. Rautenberg will be moving to Meadowdale Elementary and Seaview will have a part time librarian.  Some changes are going on and there are a lot of positive things.  Mr. Sackett passed out a Field Day volunteer sign up form.  Field Day is on June 21st for anyone who wants to come help out.  

A question is asked about the K-4 state budget cut.  Edmonds School District will be using some of the supplemental levy budget to help some of the schools with their K-4 classrooms.  At this time, there will be no impact at our school in this area.  

Nominating Committee  – Angie Karlberg

We have 3 people who are nominated for the PTA board.  Lacy Kinman for President, Monica Carlson for Vice president and Chris Cullison for Treasurer.  We do not have a Secretary nominee at this time.  We hope to vote in a secretary at the first meeting in the fall.

Paper ballots are passed out.  All nominees are voted in.  

Fund Raising Update – Kerry Fleiger-Holmes

Robyn Hughes will be running the Donation drive and fun run in the fall.  A letter will be sent out to families soon explaining the changes in our fund raiser.  There will be a new PE teacher next year.  

New Business –

Mary Mitchell - has a $100 check for the PTA tonight.  A bake sale was held last night during the concert.  The funds are intended to be put towards our music budget.  Mary will attach a letter to the check indicating the intent of the funds.
