Treasurers Report - Leslie Anderson
Balance of checking account is $35,108

Question - what was final count for jog?  $22,479.72  Discussion about Kindergarten pledges vs. money collected.  

ASB Report – Mr. Shepard
Juice pack recycling has begun.  They flatten them every Friday.  ASB had a successful crazy hair day.  Pictures were shown.  The kids had LOTS of fun.  The Primary kids REALLY participated this year and all the kids just love it.  

Principals Report -Mr. Sackett 
Mr. Sackett thanked PTA and volunteers who ran the Jog-a-thon.  The Veterans Day assembly was a big success, run by staff and students.  There is a food Drive going on right now, kids are bringing in lots of food this week.  The food goes to the Edmonds Food Bank.  

MTI - Multi Tiered Instruction model.  The grade level teachers/teams meet together to discuss the literacy program and look at student data.  They will meet 4 times during the year.  A large majority of the students with regular instruction will meet the standard.  Then there are some students that fall right below that, but do not qualify for special education services or other programs but need some other sort of support to meet standard.  The teams are looking at what impact classroom instruction is having in the classroom and how they will address any deficiencies.  Professional Development days are focusing on this MTI model to enhance classroom learning.  

CPC Report –Julia Vesey 
CPC-Julia is very excited to be on the CPC.  She is familiar with MTI from California.  The past 2 meetings have been about MTI and how different schools are implementing it.  

The other committees have been talking about boundaries and enrolment.  The different areas of the district are not equal in enrolment.  Some areas are gaining and some are decreasing.  Enrollment is being assessed across the district this year.  Determinations will be made based on this.
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Operations is putting in to place a system in which volunteers can submit ideas to beautify their school.  

AYP has been discussed at the meetings.  Only 2 districts made AYP this past year.  The “bar” goes up every 3 years.  Edmonds did not make AYP this last year.  Seaview as a school met all the AYP criteria, but the district as a whole did not.  Discussion about how AYP data is assessed.  

Mr. Sackett is looking for ways that volunteers can come in to the classrooms to allow teachers more time to meet together about literacy, MTI and AYP.

Scrip – 
Steve Morris talked about the SCRIP program.  We buy QFC cards $5000 at a time and retain 5% of that for our PTA.  Some of the cards give our PTA an even larger percentage profit.  We want to reach out to other parents who don’t make it to PTA meetings and talk to them about Scrip.  Orders are placed on Monday morning and are received by Thursday.  Clare mentioned about buying scrip cards to do your Black Friday shopping.  

QFC scrip cards can be used to pay for gas at QFC and Fred Meyer.  

Ice Skating 
Ice Skating:  An ice skating rink is built every year in Bellevue and it is available as a fundraiser.  If we go skating on ANY of the advertised dates, and say we are from Seaview, $3 per paid admission will be donated to our PTA.  We picked December 16th as the date that we will encourage Seaview families to go skating in Bellevue.  The skating time is 3-9.  It’s an outdoor rink, more info can be found at magicseason.com
