PTSA GENERAL MEETING

CALL TO ORDER
Kerry Fleiger-Holmes called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m. in the library
BUDGET REPORT
Leslie Anderson presented the proposed new budget for school year 2011-2012.  The proposed budget has a decrease of 25% from last year based on information we have received regarding the changes in the Seaview Jog-a-thon.  Next year there will be a donation drive that ends with the celebratory Fun Run.  Principal Sackett let us know that they did not receive the grant that they were hoping for.  Therefore, we will hold the grant that was previously voted on while the school looks for funding elsewhere.  At the last meeting, Ann Brown had requested 2 grants.  The grant for the subscription was passed.  However, the subscription is more money than the request.  Ann Brown has withdrawn the grant and would prefer that the other grant be reconsidered.  Sharon Knechtel made a motion to reinstate the other grant, which was for transportation for a puppeteer.  Gary Bass seconded the motion.  There was no discussion.  The motion passes.  Gary Bass made a motion to move $500 from Field Trips to Library.  Pam Bass seconded the motion.  There was discussion.  The vote resulted in a tie.  There was additional discussion.  Gary Bass proposed to table the budget vote until the next meeting.  Leslie Anderson seconded the motion.  The budget will be revisited at the next PTSA General Meeting.  
ASB UPDATE
Audrey Bass gave an ASB update.  Hippie Day was a big success.  Last meeting, Audrey reported on a problem with the juice recycling project.  It costs as much to ship them as the ASB makes.  They have learned of a prepaid shipping label for the juice pouches and of a closer location.  These make it more feasible to continue.  The ASB is also putting $100 for recess sports equipment.

BOSSES WEEK

Mr. Shepard talked about Bosses Week.  He read a letter that the school teachers and staff sent to the Edmonds School District expressing their support for Mr. Sackett.  This letter was signed by all the teaching staff.
PRINCIPAL’S REPORT
Mr. Sackett talked about the work going on for classroom placement for next school year.  All MSP testing is complete.  This includes any makeup’s that needed to be done.  The staff is working to refine the Behavior Matrix that was put into place this year.  They want to make sure that it says what they want it to and that the terms used means the same thing to everyone.  Mr. Sackett reported that the 6th Grade teachers for next year will be Mr. Roarke and Mrs. Perry/Mrs. Thorbeck in a job share.  Seaview will have a ½ time Librarian next year and it will not be Ms. Rautenberg.  At this time, we do not know if that means that the library will be closed.  Other schools that have allowed parents/volunteers to keep the library open have noted a substantial increase in missing books.  There are no building funds from the district for the library.  Right now, 90% of the building budget goes to copies.

NOMINATING COMMITTEE
Sloane Scott reported that we have 1 candidate for Treasurer.  There are no other candidates for any other positions.  We were unable to vote on anyone for the Board.  To be a PTA in good standing, we must have a President and a Treasurer.  Kerry made an appeal to again talk to anyone that you might know that could be interested in running the PTA.
FUND-RAISING
Kerry explained the newly enforced rules for fund-raising.  She is putting together a letter to send out to the school before the end of the school year.  It will explain Seaview’s New Donation Drive and our Fun Run.  These will be 2 separate events instead of the combined jog-a-thon that we have done in the past.  
MATH OLYMPIAD
Sharon Knechtel gave a report on the recent Math Olympiad.  Seaview had 12 kids participate.  They were all 5th grades that participated after school.  They made up 3 teams.  Two of the 3 teams received medals and ribbons.  Next year, the math Olympiad will be open to all students at Seaview.
